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Memories of our Lord Mayor

The Ward Deputy, John Owen-Ward, asked me to pen a few
words relating to my mayoralty, which now seems many years
ago. In fact, it was 1986-87 when, as Alderman for the Ward of
Bridge, | was elected and subsequently served the office of Lord
Mayor of the City of London.

One of the topics John suggested | write about was my overseas
visits programme, and any of my more humorous/diplomatic
moments, particularly bearing in mind that each and every Lord
Mayor has, during his year, a substantial overseas schedule to
fulfil on behalf of the City and perhaps a story or two to tell.

During my year in promoting trade and industry both at home and
overseas on behalf of the City and the UK, | made visits to the
European Parliament in Strasbourg and to Berlin (flying in by
Concorde), as well as an extensive and lengthy South American
tour of cities in Brazil, Venezuela and Colombia, and, on another
occasion, to North America and Canada, and finally to Saudi
Arabia.

On a number of these trips, | was accompanied by a delegation
from the Financial Square Mile, as well as representatives from
the CBIl and other major UK organisations, and the role of Lord
Mayor, in every case, proved a very important door-opener for our
leading businessmen. An example of the importance of the Lord
Mayor's role was the invitation to visit Saudi Arabia where | met
separately with the governors or their deputies of each of the
three provinces. The invitation had been warmly extended as
there was deemed to be only one Lord Mayor in the European
Union. If there had been more, or if the invitation had been, say,
to the Foreign Secretary, one's hosts would have felt compelled
to extend the invitation to all within the EU who held such a title.
In fact, as mentioned, certain of the meetings were on a one to
one basis, a daunting experience with our ambassador having
briefed me beforehand and with a subsequent de-briefing
immediately thereafter!

The overseas visits were always hectic, extremely well-organised
and totally exhausting with as much as possible being packed
into the programme as a way of flying the flag for both the City

and the UK. In every case our ambassador in the country
concerned was encouraged to use the visit to the full, whether it
was for high level meetings, British promotions, major receptions
or significant commercial events.

What of the humorous/diplomatic events?

As a new Alderman attending his first Easter Banquet/Diplomatic
Corps event with the many ambassadors present in national
dress, opposite me was a Middle-Eastern ambassador
resplendent from head to toe in sand-coloured robes with a
ceremonial dagger at his waist. Only his eyes were visible, and a
senior colleague of mine from Common Council said to himin a
very slow voice “Your Excellency...is there anything on the
menu that you do not like? (Pause). If so, we can get you
something else.” Swiftly came back the reply: “No - actually |
went to Harrow.” A long silence ensued. Note: Think before you
speak.

As Sheriff, together with the Civic team attending a reception in a
european capital and whilst waiting in line to be received, a lady in
our party on being received by the first of the hosts said, by way
of making small talk: “You do speak very good English” to which
the reply came: "I should — | am the Ambassador's wife.” Note
as before.

As Lord Mayor, at a meeting of members of the European
Parliament in Strasbourg, also attended by our then Deputy
Foreign Secretary, being shouted down and having to give up my
prepared speech and opening into a full debate with a number of
the detractors. Note: Fun (in retrospect).

Having unveiled a bronze head of Shakespeare in Berlin and re-
named the square Shakespeare Platz whilst during my speech
student demonstrations were taking place, | subsequently
decided to go back to see the square in the peace and quiet of
the next day, only to find the bronze head and surrounding area
daubed and completely covered in blue paint. Note: Don't look
back.

Alderman Nick Anstee is the 682nd Lord Mayor of the City of London.

Over the Summer the City Corporation also announced
funding for ten new projects to raise the aspirations of young
people and parents from the City and City fringes and open
their eyes to the range of career choices available in the
Square Mile, and a range of new projects with the aim of
enabling local SMEs to access the City's supply chain. The
City Corporation has also agreed to increase its funding to
the City Citizens Advice Bureau to help it cope with the
increase in demand for its services since the downturn
began.

Ward boundary
review

The City Corporation is reviewing the internal ward
boundaries of the Square Mile to ensure they reflect
as fairly as possible the City's composition —
residents, workers and businesses.

This follows the comprehensive 2003 review that
reflected the City's new electoral arrangements and
is part of a commitment to Parliament under the
legislation covering the City's franchise.

In practice this means looking at the boundaries of each of the City's 25 wards, the number of people in each and the number of your
Common Council representatives in each as a result. This will not affect the City’s external boundaries nor will it affect the number of
wards we have. But we need your views on how things should change — or even if they should change. This review will in effect be a
‘stock-take’ of the current arrangements, looking to see what, if any, further changes are needed to reflect the continued
development of the City and if there are strong feelings from Members, residents or businesses for boundaries to be addressed.

There will be two periods of public consultation, the first of which finishes shortly on 18 December. This will followed by a
meeting of Boundary Review Panel which will consider all responses received and produce draft recommendations. The draft
recommendations will then be published and circulated for full consultation. Interested parties will be given the opportunity to
submit their views on the draft proposals in a second public consultation running from February to April 2010.
